Go-Flexi

Fife Council has started the trial of a new on-demand local bus service - Go-Flexi

To use Go-Flexi: book your journeys in advance, nominating pick-ups and drop-offs at
selected bus stops across the area. In NQ this means getting the Go-flexi bus to and
from Ferrytoll Park and Ride or the Square in Inverkeithing. The pick-up / drop-off points
in North Queensferry are Battery Road turning circle and Ferryhills Road, by the railway

station.

The service operates Monday to Friday, 08:30 am to 5:30 pm (not at weekends).

There is a Go-Flexi app which can be downloaded to your mobile phone. Once you
have set up your personal details (name, mobile number, email address), you can book
your journeys (at least one hour and up to one week ahead), nominating your pick-up
and drop-off points. You pay the fare as you board, with card of cash (or show your Fife
concession card).

Alternatively, you can book by phone at 01382 540 624.

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NQ Climate Action Network (NQCAN) meeting with local councillors

On 11 February, NQCAN held a public meeting with local ward councillors to discuss the climate
crisis and related local issues. Councillors David Barratt, Dave Dempsey and Sarah Bruce Neal
attended, with Councillor Patrick Browne sending apologies. Twelve residents participated, raising
questions on transport, biodiversity, pollution and community energy.

Transport.

Speeding on Ferryhills Road remains a serious problem, with a recent council survey showing
87% of northbound vehicles exceeding the 20mph limit. Residents reported cars mounting the pave-
ment at a narrow pinch point. Although £5,000 has been allocated to address the issue, options are
limited. A vehicle activated speed sign was suggested, though some doubted signage alone would
change behaviour. Road narrowing or priority signage was ruled out due to space constraints.
Crossing on Main Road/Hope View leading to the Forth Road Bridge was also discussed. A fea-
sibility study concluded that a signalised pedestrian crossing is not viable because of cost and power
supply limitations. There is only £5,000 available for improvements. Potential lower-cost measures
include extending the pavement on the north side and relocating the dropped kerb closer to the vil-
lage to improve pedestrian safety.

Bus services. New bus services are out for tender from August 2026, including two16-seater shut-
tle buses operating every 20 minutes between Ferrytoll and the village. The Go-Flexi pilot scheme is
ongoing, though usage data is not yet available. Some residents expressed concern about waiting
times after booking, while others reported good uptake for the service in Limekilns. There were calls
to retain the 87 service to Inverkeithing and explore smaller buses using the Brae, for example to
connect Rankin’s and the railway station.

Active travel and path connections. Councillors support improving links between North
Queensferry, Inverkeithing and Rosyth, particularly given the new school development. A feasibility
study is expected on opening the coastal path via Admiralty House, and discussions continue with

Network Rail about reopening the disused railway line between Inverkeithing and Rosyth as an ac-
tive travel route (this is also being considered for freight train use).

Environmental concerns included:_

Verge mowing and pesticide use. The council is open to reduced mowing trials, though the use of
glyphosate for weed Kkilling is still considered necessary due to cost constraints.

Nurdle pollution was highlighted after volunteers collected around 70,000 plastic pellets in 30
minutes during the Great Nurdle Hunt. Councillors encouraged collaboration throughout the Forth
and engagement with INEOS (Grangemouth) who produce nurdles through their community meet-
ings.

Light pollution and its negative effect on nature was raised. LED lights and lamp shielding can help
and requests for this in specific locations may be considered.

Community Energy. Councillors were not aware of any plans to develop district heating plans in
North Queensferry, though local opportunities may exist if the community pursues them. Councillors
encouraged promoting the Warmer Homes Plan through community hubs. Finally, discussion of the
Green Freeport noted uncertainty about its environmental and community benefits.

Overall, the meeting was constructive and wide-ranging, with both councillors and attendees stating
they had benefitted from hearing the various concerns and ideas for solutions. The councillors
encouraged the group/ residents to submit specific, practical proposals for actions which they will be

happy to look at taking forward..

R |VE R Picture’ and narrated by Peter Capaldi, shines a light

systems, beginning with the extraordinary life cycle of the salmon.

North Queensferry Community Council

The Community Council has continued to be kept busy with the many matters which are of importance
to residents — the Battery Road car park, road traffic issues including parking in general, public

transport, policing, commenting on planning applications and working with our four excellent Fife Coun-
cillors to engage with Fife Council on seeking to articulate the village’s needs and concerns and to pro-

mote its interests.

However, two ‘ticket’ items have occupied a lot of time recently — the first the Edinburgh Airport draft Air-
space Change proposals and, second, the ongoing works on the Forth Bridge.

So far as the Airspace Change proposals are concerned, the community council fielded an excellent
team who liaised closely with neighbouring Community Councils, particularly Blackness and Dalgety
Bay Community Councils as well as engaging directly in a face to face meeting with the senior manage-
ment of Edinburgh Airport before formulating the response, which you can find on the Council’s website.

Under Edinburgh Airport’s preferred option, known as GULLY/BERRY, aeroplanes will overfly the vil-
lage at a minimum height of 5,000 feet, and the Community Council’s principal concern is to ensure that
this can be effectively enforced, though we also expressed some concerns as to how thorough and
properly thought-out were the proposals as they relate to the RAMSAR area — this concerns effect on
wildlife. The Community Council is concerned to ensure ongoing constructive engagement on these
matters, and as part of that engagement Gordon Dewar, the Chief Executive of Edinburgh Airport at-
tended the Council’s January meeting along with Aaron McKeen, the airport’s communications officer.
This enabled a full and wide-ranging discussion of the proposals.

Edinburgh Airport has also committed to regular attendance at future Community Council meetings, and
has also accepted a proposal from the Community Council to place a noise monitor in the village to
monitor existing aircraft noise

The main causes for concern in relation to the Forth Bridge are the noise caused by ongoing works on
the bridge and the recent alarming incident, which was featured in the press, regarding a flaming item
falling from the bridge.

These are matters which the Community Council has raised directly with Network Rail itself, with Fife
Council (which has responsibility for noise issues) and with Network Rail’s Regulator, the Office of Road
and Rail (ORR). The ORR has taken this into account in their present review of Network Rail’s work on
the bridge (a review which North Queensferry Community Council had been instrumental in obtaining).
The ORR is expected to produce its Report shortly.

It is, however, fair to say that Network Rail takes the matter of the falling object with the utmost serious-
ness, and is also carrying out its own investigation, has put mitigation matters in place and has sus-
pended that part of the work until the investigation report is available

These concerns sit alongside the other Network Rail issues with which the Community Council is also
engaging. There are regular ongoing Zoom meetings between Community Council office-bearers and
David Boyce, head of Community engagement at Network Rail,

David regularly attends Community Council meetings Chief amongst these matters is the ongoing
problem of dirty water falling from the bridge. Network Rail is developing proposals for a permanent
solution. In that regard,

David Boyce attended the Council’s February Meeting along with two members of the Network Rail
engineering team: Kenny McAlpine, Network Rail’s Regional Asset Manager (Structures) and Mark
Wilson. Programme Manager, to give a presentation on how the mitigation plans are progressing —
the full presentation is available on the Community Council’s website: www.nqcc.co.uk

Meantime, Network Rail has continued the cleaning payments scheme to proprietors affected by the
dirty water issue and by the time the Ferry News is published most will have received their 2026 pay-
ment.

In the meantime, if anyone has any particular complaint to make regarding noise or other issues we
encourage the making of a formal complaint directly to Network Rail at https://communications-
crm.custhelp.com/app/ask?var=complaint as well as raising the complaint with a Community Council-
lor so that it can be addressed in the regular meetings with David Boyce.

Albert Hotel Update

Shortly after the Scottish Ministers’ refusal in March 2025 to give consent to the North Queensferry
Community Trust’s Application under the Land Reform (Scotland) Act 2016 for the Albert Community
Group to purchase the Albert Hotel, the Trust exercised its right of Appeal to the Sheriff.

There was inevitably a delay as Ministers prepared their written answers, the Trust responded and
evidence and written arguments lodged in court. However, the appeal was first put out for a Hearing
in September, 2025, but this did not proceed due to shortage of Court time and a re-fixed hearing, set
down for 18th November likewise did not proceed.

The appeal was finally heard in Dunfermline Sheriff Court on 13th January. The Trust was represent-
ed by a strong legal team headed by Tim Haddow, Advocate, with counsel representing also the
Scottish Ministers and the owners, Festival Inns Ltd. SSAS. The Trust’s counsel put forward a clear
and hopefully compelling argument in support of the appeal, but the Sheriff adjourned the case to
enable him to consider his decision.

There matters stand as the FerryNews goes to press.

Commenting on the proceedings, lain G. Mitchell KC, the Chair of the Trust, said: “Tim Haddow put
forward a strong case for the Trust and he appeared to receive a very fair hearing from the Sheriff.
Obviously, we don’t know the outcome yet, and it is all a bit frustrating that it’s taking so long, but I'm
hoping that, in the end, it is all going to be worth the wait!”
